1. Account Info 

This is where you can change some of the things you set up when you registered to be a Kiwi 

Writers member: 

 Change your name (NOT your username) 

 Change your email address 

 Select your preference to receive site notifications

2. Profile 

This is where you can tell us a little bit about yourself. You can be as honest or creative as you 

like when sharing your: 

 Age 

 Location 

 Website 

 Favourite Authors 

 Favourite Books 
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3. Forum Info 

This is where you can edit your signature that will show at the end of all your forums posts. 

You can use both BBCode and HTML to add formatting, links and images.

4. Challenge Info 

This is where you can set your time zone. By doing so all challenges that you join will begin 

and end according to your time in the world.
